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GRADING AND RANKING

Cathedral Catholic High School assigns letter grades
using a 4.0 system. Letter grades are assigned as
follows:

Dual enrollment, advanced placement and honors
courses are weighted with one additional point. All
credit classes are included in computing grade point
averages. For courses that are remediated, only
the higher grade is calculated into the cumulative
GPA. Grades are recorded on transcripts. Grade
point averages are computed in January and June.
Cathedral Catholic High School has a rigorous college
preparatory program; therefore, a cumulative ranking
system based on GPA does not fairly represent a
student’s relative achievement. For this reason, CCHS
does not rank.
